Remote Device Management

Remote Device Management, or RDM, is a standard for allowing DMX-enabled devices to communicate
bi-directionally along existing DMX cabling. Check the DMX controller’'s User Manual or with the
manufacturer as not all DMX controllers have this capability. The Maverick Storm 2 BeamWash supports
RDM protocol that allows feedback to make changes to menu map options.
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USB Software Update

The Maverick Storm 2 BeamWash allows for software updates with a USB device using the built-in USB
port. To update the software using a USB flash drive, do the following:
1. Power on the product, and plug the flash drive into the USB port.
2. Once the flash drive has been detected, the message “USB UPDATE” will be displayed. Select YES.
3. The next screen will show the software versions available for this fixture on the USB drive. For
multiple versions of the software for the same fixture, use <UP> or <DOWN> to select the desired
version. Press <ENTER>.

4. The “USB UPDATE” screen will re-appear. Select YES.

To run an automatic test of all product functions:
